RE: APPEAL OF SHOOK REZONING DENIAL BY PLANNING COMMISSION

Dear Aldermen,

Please consider this correspondence as an official request to appeal the decision of the
Tontitown Planning Commission to deny the rezoning request submitted by our company on
behalf of the property owners Kenneth and Dixie Shook, Mr. and Mrs. Shook have an offer and
acceptance to sell the property to my clients, Mr. David Andrews, and Mr. Kevin Barrentine,
pending the acquisition of all necessary development permits from the City.

The subject property is approximately 757 feet wide by 1215 feet deep. Currently, the
southern 300+ is zoned C-2 and the northern 900+ is zoned R-3. The request was to rezone the
entire property, an additional 16+ acres, to C-2 for use as an auto auction facility.

We feel that the rezoning request is justified because of the proximity of the property to
the proposed intersection of Highway 412 and the new Hi ghway 412 by-pass. Additionally, the
request would configure the zoning of the propetty so that it encourages the clustering of
commercial development, as opposed to the less desirable strip commercial which currently
exists along the 412 corridor throughout Tontitown. This configuration is encouraged in
paragraph (a)(2), of section 153-052 of Tontitown City Ordinance 2006-08-265 which states,
“Appropriate locations for this district (C-2) are generally along heavily traveled arterial
streets, where convenient access and high visibility exist. However, development of
groupings of facilities shall be encouraged in the future, as opposed to less desirable strip
commercial, such as that that exists along U.S. 412.”

My clients are prepared to go above and beyond the required screening and fandscaping
buffers required by the current ordinance to guaraniee that any development of this property will
have a minimal impact on the adjacent existing residences.

We appreciate your consideration in this matter and request a favorable decision.

ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE REDISTRICTING CITY WARDS

WHEREAS, cities have a statutory responsibility to assign annexed lands to city wards,
and to insure that wards are of substantially equal population; and

WHEREAS, the annexation of certain lands to the City of Tontitown, voted upon by the
electorate in 2006, has been confirmed by the Washington County Circuit Court; and

WHEREAS, regional planning staff has conducted a demographic analysis of annexed
areas, as well as the city’s current wards; has recommended that redistricting be
undertaken; and has prepared a redistricting plan for consideration; and

WHEREAS, Arkansas law vests city councils with apportionment and redistricting
authority; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council, that the redistricting plan, which includes
the assignment of all annexed land to wards, be approved as recommended.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
TONTITOWN, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. That the ward redistricting plan, depicted on the map attached hereto and
made a part hereof, be and is hereby adopted as the Official Ward Map for the City of
Tontitown, Arkansas.

SECTION 2. That all previous ward maps and boundary descriptions associated
therewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. That a duly certified copy of said Map shall be submutted to the
Washington County Election Commission, and filed in the Office of the Washington
County Clerk.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 70.00 ¢ seq. OF THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF TONTITOWN; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Code Scction 70.00 ef seq. of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Tontitown,
Arkansas is hereby amended;

WHEREAS, Code Scction 70.00 ef seq. of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Tontitown,
Arkansas, will contain provisions limiting parking within the city limits of Tontitown, procedurcs for
impoundment, and regulations of wrecker services authorized to operate in the City of Tontitown;

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Tontitown, Arkansas. for the City Council to
rcgulate parking within the City of Limits, and this goal i1s best accomplished by amended Code
Scction 70.00 ¢t seq. of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Tontitown, Arkansas;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
TONTITOWN, ARKANSAS:

Codc Scction 70.00 ef. seq. 1s amended to crecate Subscction 70.03 and will rcad as follows:
Scction 70.03 REGULATIONS FOR WRECKER COMPANIES

Each wrecker company who wishes to receive requests for services from law enforcement agencices
for by the City of Tontitown or code enforcement officer, except calls that arise from the requests
of owners of vchicles, must immediatcly conform to the following regulations and specifications.
Failurc to conform to these regulations and specifications will constitute grounds for the summary
removal of a wreeker company from the law enforcement agencics for by the City of Tontitown list
of approved wrecker companics.

(A)  Eachcompany must proved twenty-four (24) hours continuous scrvice for the acceptance and
releasc of vehicles; and requests for service or the return of personal property.

(B)  All towing scrvices must have a telephone number in the name of the business which is
published in the local directory or accessible through directory assistance. The phone must
be answered 24 hours per day. 1fa pager system is used, calls must be returned within three
(3) minutes to calling party.

(C)  All wreckers must be in mechanically safe condition and must display a proper commercial
motor vchicle licensc as required by and inaccordance with the laws of the State of Arkansas;
and posscss a license and decal 1ssucd by the Arkansas Towing and Recovery Board.,  All
wreckers shall have permancent lettering on both sides showing name and tclephone numbcer
of towing company. Lcttering shall be no less than three inches in height and have a
professional appearance. Magnctic signs arc prohibited.
