days. They are still on target to do the flush of the line in April. The AEP power plant
needs a water tower. The water engineers, USI, are revising a cost estimation for this.
AEP is willing to give the City 2 acres in which to put this tower on. This would also be
an ideal place for a fire substation. The Water Department has taken fire flows on all of
our meters and subdivisions are required to do this also.
