St. Josephs Catholic Church Classroom Expansion, Large Scale Development was
discussed informally. No one was present representing any of the items discussed.

1.) Larry and Sharon Stout — Lot Split

The fee has been paid for this item and the application was in good order including all
necessary survey info, Warranty Deed, and drawings.

A portion of the property on the survey was shown to be Quit Claimed to an adjacent
owner but no Deed was found to that effect. Todd will follow up with the applicant
on that matter.

HGM Consultants, Inc. has provided information and requested a modification to the
approved drainage study and stormwater detention configuration. The new study and
plan have been reviewed in-house by Britt Vance and Todd Witzigman and the plan
and study appear to be correct, buildable, and an acceptable alternative to the original
plan.
